SUMMARY

The purpose of this circular memorandum is to inform heads of all primary and
secondary schools that the “334” schedule books (2006-08 school years) and bookmarks are
available for collection and distribution to all teachers and “334” display stands will be
available for use of secondary schools in 2006-07 school year on a loan basis.

BACKGROUND

334" Chinese Slogan Competition

2. The New Academic Structure for Senior Secondary Education will be
implemented in 2009/10 school year. The Education and Manpower Bureau (EMB) has
organised a series of “School Leaders Workshops for Planning 334" in 2005/06 school year to
provide an opportunity for the school leaders to ponder over the challenges of the “334”
reform and formulate school-based action plans to implement the new senior secondary
academic structure. A “334” Chinese Slogan Competition was held in the workshops and
results of the Competition have been uploaded to the “334” Web Bulletin
(http://www.emb.gov.hk/334). To share the vision of the “334” reform and to boost the morale
of teachers and school leaders in the implementation of the new academic structure, the
winning slogans are specially printed on the “334” schedule books and bookmarks to be
disseminated to all teachers of primary and secondary schools.

3. To inform the public about the latest development of the new academic structure,
EMB has organised the “334” exhibition at Kowloon Tong Education Services Centre. All
members of the public are welcome to visit the exhibition. EMB has produced a few sets of
display stands of essential exhibits for schools’ use on a loan basis. Schools may like to use
them for functions involving communications with parents, students and the public.

4, Stocks of “334” schedule books and bookmarks are now available for all primary
and secondary school for collection and distribution to teachers. Each school is requested to
complete the attached collection slip and arrange staff member to collect the required number
(based on actual number of teaching staff) of schedule books and bookmarks at the respective
Regional Education Offices from 8 to 29 September 2006.

5. All secondary schools are welcome to borrow the display stands from EMB for a
period of not more than 3 weeks during the 2006/07 school year. Each set of exhibits
comprises thirteen display stands (78 cmw x 200 cmh). EMB will provide door-to-door
delivery service to the schools concerned. Booking service is available starting from 11
September 2006.
